I. Мета навчання «Іноземної мови за професійним спрямуванням» 

на заочному відділенні. Основною метою навчання студентів англійській мові в 

технічному вузі є досягнення ними практичного володіння цією мовою, що в 

умовах заочного навчання означає формування вміння самостійно читати 

іноземною літературні джерела за своїм фахом з метою здобуття інформації. Ця 

програма передбачає, головним чином, самостійну роботу здобувачів. Робота під 

керівництвом викладача розрахована тільки під час проведення установчих, 

контрольно закріплювальних занять. 

 

II. Виконання контрольних завдань та оформлення контрольних робіт. 

 

1. Кількість контрольних завдань, що виконується на кожному курсі, 

визначається навчальним планом інституту. 

2. Кожне контрольне завдання пропонується в п'яти варіантах. Ви повинні 

виконати один із п’яти варіантів згідно з останніми цифрами залікової книжки: 

здобувачі, шифр яких закінчується на 1 чи 2, виконують варіант № 1; на 3 чи 4 – 

№ 2; на 5 чи 6 – № 3; на 7 чи 8 – № 4; на 9 чи 0 – № 5. 

3. Контрольні роботи повинні виконуватися у форматі Word шрифтом Times 

New Roman 14. При виконанні контрольної роботи залишайте поля для зауважень 

викладача. 

Виконані контрольні роботи направляйте для перевірки в установлені 

терміни. 

Якщо контрольна робота виконана не повністю, чи без дотримання вказівок, 

вона повертається без перевірки.

вказана, а іноді необхідно зробити висновок на основі прочитаного. 

 6. Аналізуйте варіанти відповідей.    

У завданнях з множинним вибором уважно розглядайте всі запропоновані 

варіанти відповідей. Вибирайте ту, яка найкраще відповідає інформації, наданій у 

тексті. 

 7. Повертайтеся до тексту.    

Якщо у вас виникли сумніви щодо відповіді, поверніться до відповідної 

частини тексту і перечитайте її, щоб підтвердити або скорегувати свій вибір. 

 8. Робіть висновки.    

Після виконання завдань спробуйте підсумувати прочитане. Яка основна 

ідея тексту? Які деталі були найважливішими? Це допоможе вам закріпити 

отримані знання та краще підготуватися до наступних завдань.

посилання на джерело, зі змінами окремих слів чи речень;

винагороду чужого тексту чи його фрагменту; 

несамостійне виконання будь-яких навчальних завдань.

In the 

countries mentioned, however, it governs only personal and family relations and its 

family law has been codified and much amended, especially in India.

Although such law systems 

include sanctions for law infractions, resolution tends to be reconciliatory rather than 

punitive. A number of African states practiced customary law many centuries prior to 

colonial influences. Following colonization, such laws were written down and 

incorporated to varying extents into the legal systems imposed by their colonial powers.

A bill is first considered in a subcommittee, where it may be 

accepted, amended, or rejected. If the members of the subcommittee agree to move a 

bill forward, it is reported to the full committee, where the process is repeated again. If 

the full committee votes to approve the bill, it is reported to the House or the Senate

This principle 

states that the source of governmental power lies with the people. The Government of 

the United States is truly national in character and should be for the benefit of its 

citizens.
