Підготовка кваліфікованих фахівців  за освітньо-професійною програмою «Пожежогасіння та аварійно-рятувальні роботи» для підготовки за другим (магістерським) рівнем вищої освіти в галузі знань К «Безпека та оборона» за спеціальністю К8 «Пожежна безпека» неможливе без систематичної самостійної роботи.
1.2. 
Метою методичних вказівок до самостійної роботи здобувачів з навчальної дисципліни «Іноземна мова в професійній діяльності» є організація роботи здобувачів з навчальним матеріалом у  час вільний від занять.
1.3.

RESCUE OPERATIONS. BODY PROTECTION AND SIZE-UP.
Because the dangers of extreme weather conditions (for example floods  and tornadoes) no community can be considered safe from incidents which may cause the need for rescue operations. Add to that the carelessness of people with fire or automobiles, and rescue situations increase. An organized local emergency plan should be made in advance which will utilize all possible local facilities and mutual aid in the event of the disaster. Planning should include the wide range of methods needed by the fire department to rescue a victim who may be underground, underwater, in a wrecked automobile or high in a burning building. Personal protection for fire fighters during a rescue operation is absolutely necessary. A fire fighter needs protection against the weather, excessive heat, and fire gases. Fire fighting clothing, such as helmet, fire fighting suit, gloves, and rubber boots equipped with steel insoles to protect the feet from puncture wounds will provide effective protection. The lungs and respiratory tract are probably more vulnerable to injury than any other body area. For this reason, special attention is devoted to protective breathing equipment. Face and eye shields are necessary during some rescue operations, for these vital areas are also quite susceptible to injury.
Size-up is an estimation or an evaluation of a condition from which an opinion or judgment can be formed. It is a continuous process of evaluating existing conditions. Size-up is never completed until the situation is under control. Size-up includes learning the facts of the situation, understanding the probabilities, knowing your own situation (manpower, equipment, determining plan of action).

Fire is a chemical reaction known as combustion. It is the rapid oxidation of combustible material accompanied by a release of energy in the form of heat and light. There are three components needed for ignition and combustion to occur. A fire requires fuel to burn, air to supply oxygen, and a heat source to bring the fuel up to ignition temperature. If any one of these elements is removed, a fire cannot exist. When a fuel burns it undergoes chemical change and there are four products of combustion: fire gases, flame, heat and smoke. The term “fire gases” refers to the vaporized products of combustion. Flame is a visible luminous body of a burning gas, which becomes hotter and less luminous when it is mixed with increased amounts of oxygen. Heat is a form of energy, which is measured in degrees of temperature to signify its intensity. Smoke is a visible product of incomplete combustion.

	The word “triage” dates back to the French language of the 14-th century. “Sorting according to quality” was its original meaning; however its meaning to the firefighter and for first aid practices  is that of initial examination and selection  of patients and the determination  of how each will be handled in order of life saving emergencies. Obviously, a person with a severed leg will need more immediate attention than a person with a broken arm.
	The process of triage will be most effective at multiple-victim accident. Large disasters, such as tornadoes or earthquakes, will make triage a necessity. Caring for transporting those persons most seriously injured will be the responsibility of the fire-fighter when at the emergency scene. To make decisions efficiently and knowledgeably as to priority of injuries requires training, a good knowledge of first aid, and the ability to think rationally and logically during emergency situations.  A fire-fighter who possesses the above requisites can be of valuable assistance at disasters and emergencies. The fire department should pre-plan their role in emergency situations with the local civil defense or other disaster-planning agency to utilize fully the personnel available. 
	It is beneficial, both to the patient and the fire-fighter, to establish priorities of victim care. Emergency priorities might include the following:
high priority injuries, breathing stopped or laboured, bleeding severe or uncontrolled, suspected poisoning, severe head-injuries, cardiac arrest or heart attack, severe shock, abdominal or open chest wounds, secondary priority injuries, burns, multiple fractures, spinal injuries, lower priority injuries, minor cuts and bruises, injuries that are so severe that death appears certain or has already occurred. The process of triage will, of course, be dictated by each particular situation but should commence as soon as the fire fighter arrives at the scene. In order to determine properly the priority of injuries present triage should include a primary and secondary survey.

	Each person should stand facing the net with his left foot forward. The stance should be such that all men are in position to quickly move forward, backward or sideways with absolute freedom of body. It is very important for every person holding the net to look up at the jumper. No two will ever jump alike and those holding the net, play a very important part in the rescue by being trained to handle properly a net in action.

The application of water fog into a heavily charged heated area may collect carbon particles from the smoke and dissipate smoke and gases from the area but it does not eliminate the possible need for respiratory protection. When proper ventilation is accomplished to aid fire control, there are certain advantages that may be obtained from its application. Some advantages of ventilation are: proper ventilation simplifies and expedites the rescue of victims by removing smoke and gases; the removal of smoke gases and heat from a building permits fire fighters to locate fire rapidly and proceed with its extinguishment. Proper ventilation of a building enables fire fighters to determine the path or travel of fire and to take proper steps for its control; when sufficient heat is confined in an area, the temperatures of combustible materials rise to their ignition points. These materials will not ignite, however, unless sufficient oxygen is available to support combustion. In order to prevent this critical situation from occurring, top ventilation must be provided to release superheated fire gases and smoke; proper ventilation reduces the obstacles which hinder fire fighters while they perform fire extinguishment, salvage, rescue and overhaul procedures, by enhancing vision and removing the discomfort of excessive heat; rapid extinguishment of a fire reduces not only the actual fire damage but also water damage. Proper ventilation assists in making this damage reduction possible. It reduces smoke and heat damage and permits prompt salvage operations.

VENTILATION (PART II).

	The requirements for a plan of attack must be considered before a fire officer directs or orders a ventilation operation. He should first make a series of decisions pertaining to ventilation needs. They are as follows: Is there a need for ventilation at this time? The answer to this question must be based upon the heat, smoke and gas conditions within the structure and the life hazard. Where is ventilation needed? The answer to this question involves construction features of the building, contents, exposures, wind direction, extent of the fire, location of the fire. What type of ventilation should be used? The answer to this question may be derived from a fire officer’s knowledge of the following three methods of ventilation: providing an opening for the passage of air between interior and exterior  atmospheres; using the application of water fog and the expansion of water into steam to displace contaminated atmospheres; and using forced air ventilation.
	When a fire officer determines the need for ventilation he should consider the precautions  that may be necessary for the control of the fire and the safety of his men.
	Smoke conditions will vary according to how burning has progressed. One proven method by which smoke and heat may be removed from a burning building is by opening the structure at a strategic place to permit the smoke and heat to escape. This method may be applied to top or vertical ventilation as well as to cross or horizontal ventilation. 
	Knowledge of the building involved is a great asset when making decisions concerning ventilation. Building type and design are the initial factors to consider in determining whether horizontal or vertical ventilation should be accomplished. The number and size of wall openings, the number of stories, staircases, roof openings are determining factors. A fire officer must have information about heating, ventilating and air conditioning systems, the type of roof construction, avenues of escape for smoke, heat and fire gases. The extent to which a building is connected to adjoining structures also has a bearing on the decision.
	Before ventilating a building, a fire officer must provide manpower and adequate fire control facilities, because the fire may immediately increase in intensity when the building is opened. In most instances ventilation should not be carried until the location of the fire is established.
	When vertical ventilation is accomplished, the natural convection of the heated gases creates upward currents which draw the fire and heat in the direction of the upper opening. Fire fighting teams take advantage of the improved visibility and less contaminated atmosphere to attack the fire at its lower point.
	Structures which lend themselves to the application of horizontal ventilation include: residential type buildings in which the fire has not involved the attic area; the involved floors of multi-storied structures and buildings with large unsupported open spaces  under the roof.
	Weather conditions are always a primary consideration in determining the proper ventilation procedure. Under certain circumstances, when there is no wind, cross ventilation is less effective since the force which removes the smoke is absent. In other instances cross ventilation cannot be accomplished due to the danger of wind blowing toward an exposure or feeding oxygen to the fire.
	The opening of a door or window on the wrong side of a building may reverse  air currents and drive heat and smoke back upon fire fighters.
	Forced ventilation is accomplished by fog streams. The fact that forced ventilation is effective and can be dependent upon for smoke removal when other methods are not adequate proves its value and importance. However, forced ventilation requires considerable supervision because of the mechanical force that is behind it.

Fire Causes.

	The most important fire prevention method is the thorough investigation of every fire. To determine the correct cause, origin and responsibility is necessary to prevent future fires. Information obtained from a thorough investigation must be recorded in proper form and filed accurately. Firefighting and investigation require specialized knowledge of how fires start, how various fuels burn or explode, and how various fires behave. Press releases can inform the public of the type of hazards causing fires in the community. National fire loss statistics, while impressive tend to be impersonal. The discovery of a suspicious fire should lead  to a more thorough investigation. It helps to identify the type of the fire (fraud fire, revenge fire, extremist group fire, malicious mischief fire, concealing another crime fire).
	Who determines the cause of the fire is usually a department policy. If the initial investigation revealed a fire of a suspicious nature, the investigation could involve the state fire marshal, police department, insurance investigator. The important initial investigation is usually done by the officer in charge of the fire. This investigation is to determine where the fire started and the probable cause. Fire causes generally fall into two categories: accidental or a deliberately set fire. All fire causes should be developed to one of these conclusions. If the investigation leads to the conclusion of an accidental fire, then a check of responsibility may be in order such as:
1. Did a code violation cause the fire?
2. Was violation detected  previously?
3. If detected, why wasn’t correction made?
If the fire cause is undetermined, this may lead to further investigation as dictated by department policy to attempt to resolve the cause as accidental or as a set of fire. A fire cause determined as a deliberately set fire should set into motion  a more thorough investigation that should lead to conviction of those responsible. In both cases accidental or deliberately set, determining the correct cause, origin and responsibility will often aid in preventing the reoccurrence of future fires.

He should not argue with the householder and should be complimentary when favourable conditions are found. The scheduled inspection should only include the basement, attic, utility rooms, storage rooms, kitchens and garages. Other rooms of the house may be inspected at the request of the house-holder, but never at the inspector’s suggestions. The following are some very important pointers:
· Courteous approach on all inspections.
· Thank the owner or occupant for the invitation into their home.
· The primary interest is preventing a fire which could take the lives of the occupants and destroy the home.
· All comments are constructive and intended for elimination of hazardous conditions.
· Under no circumstances  is any comment to be regarded as personal criticism of any member of the family.
· As far as the company inspector is concerned, the inspection is a confidential matter.
· Gossip should not be tolerated.
· Under no circumstances should any conditions noted on a tour be made available to an insurance carrier, repair service organization, sales promotion groups, or in any form of publicity which would identify a given home.
