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Cognitive-oriented technologies in modern pedagogical science are understood as a set
of methods for forming cognitive processes of human consciousness, such as memory,
attention, information presentation, logical thinking, the ability to make decisions, etc. [1, p. 6].
Given the dialectical dependence of the development of the education system on the demands
and needs of society, we should talk about a permanent change in the requirements for both
the technologies themselves and the personal qualities of the subject of their use according
to the principle: truth is what can be used (a saying attributed to Buddha Shakyamuni).
For example, 25-30 years ago, the basis of the didactic toolkit of a high school teacher
was reproductive teaching methods. This was due to the general nature of the interaction
of the ideological, cultural and social spheres, the presence of a noticeable customary element
in the system of social relations, which assigned the teacher the function of one of the main
sources of information.

The era of globalization in the context of the development of technical means of storing
and processing information flows has led to total changes in the structure of society, including
changes in the principles of functioning of the educational sector. From the point of view
of teaching methods in school subjects, we are talking about replacing reproductive methods
with interactive ones. The basis of the latter is, in fact, dialogic speech.

In a broad sense, the concept of «dialogue» can be considered a synonym for the word
«communication». In a narrower sense, namely, in application to the educational process,
specialists often use the terms catechetical and heuristic conversation, which are directly related
to the general scientific methods of deduction and induction. In the first case, we are talking
about moving from stating a general rule to studying specific examples. In the second case,
everything is the opposite: the teacher leads his students through the study of individual
phenomena and the identification of general patterns based on their example. In particular,
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philologists use these methods to explain the rules for the formation and use of grammatical
structures.

It is worth noting here that a truly effective educational conversation should be based,
firstly, on the principles of accessibility, and secondly, on the systematicity, integrativity,
and continuity of the learning process. This means that each element of the lesson must take
into account the previous educational (and sometimes, especially when it comes to people
with a low level of training, simply life) experience of the students. The teacher’s skill in this
case lies in the ability to identify students’ basic knowledge, adapt it to the subject being
studied, and demonstrate how knowledge can become a tool for acquiring deeper fundamental
knowledge. Actually, this is the essence of the method of catechetical and heuristic
conversation. Systematic adherence to this approach can ensure high success rates and quality
of knowledge in any academic discipline, including a foreign language.

However, while retaining many common components in teaching methodology
with other subjects, foreign languages have a number of specific features. We are talking about
the very essence of language, which combines the qualities of a universal human phenomenon
and a product of various spiritual and cultural formations. «Language is a necessary condition
for the thinking of an individual, even when he is alone with himself,» wrote the famous
Ukrainian linguist O. Potebnia, «because a concept is formed only by means of verbalization,
and without a concept, thinking is impossible. However, in reality, language develops only
in society ... because a person understands himself only after testing the intelligibility
of his words on people» [2].

The conclusion that follows from the above statement is that learning a foreign language
is always an immersion in a new world. Unlike other academic subjects, in practical foreign
language classes, students learn to do what they practically do, since language is both the object
and the main tool of the learning process.

Thus, the development of an individual’s cognitive abilities is carried out through
practice in various types of speech activity (reading, speaking, writing, listening) by forming
and consolidating knowledge of vocabulary, phonetics, grammar, and, ultimately, is manifested
through the development of communicative skills. In turn, the organization of communication
(dialogical speech) must necessarily include the development of certain grammatical structures,
phonetics and semantics of lexical units of a certain topic, that is, be based on a theoretical
basis. Catechetical and heuristic conversation in this context acts as a kind of connecting link

between different elements of a single educational process.
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
