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ПЕРЕДМОВА

На сучасному етапі знання іноземних мов стає надзвичайно важливим, оскільки воно розширює можливості майбутнього спеціаліста в отриманні інформації із зарубіжних джерел, сприяє комунікативним контактам з колегами з-за кордону, дає змогу більш детально оволодіти мовою в рамках обраної спеціальності, підвищити свій фаховий рівень.

Цей підручник призначений для магістрів за напрямком спеціалізації «Професійна іноземна мова» вищих навчальних закладів пожежно-технічного спрямування, ад’юнктів та як додаткове джерело інформації для курсантів та студентів 2 курсу.


Мета підручника – забезпечити знання професійної лексики в межах програмних вимог з предмету «Професійна іноземна мова». Матеріал підручника дає можливість магістрам та ад’юнктам оволодіти навичками читання, яке є пріоритетним видом мовленнєвої діяльності для спеціалістів вищих навчальних закладів пожежно-технічного профілю, та перекладу текстів за професійним спрямуванням.


Підручник складається з 24 уроків і розрахований на 140 годин практичних занять. Кожен урок має єдину структуру, яка допомагає кращому засвоєнню матеріалу і містить фахові тексти підібрані з оригінальних джерел. При підборі текстів враховувались їх інформативність, насиченість професійною термінологією лексична, морфологічна та граматична складності. Велика кількість різноманітних лексичних вправ спрямована на збагачення словникового запасу пожежно-технічною лексикою. Морфологічні вправи сприяють вивченню основних словотворчих афіксів, розуміння яких є необхідною складовою при перекладі професійно-орієнтованих текстів. Розмовні моделі та кліше, формують навички монологічного та діалогічного мовлення магістрів та ад’юнктів.


Підручник можна використовувати як для індивідуальної, так і для групової роботи.

Size-up is an estimation or an evaluation of a condition from which an opinion or judgment can be formed. It is a continuous process of evaluating existing conditions. Size-up is never completed until the situation is under control. Size-up includes learning the facts of the situation, understanding the probabilities, knowing your own situation (manpower, equipment, determining plan of action).

A public gathering place should be emptied as quickly as possible. Buildings should be provided with fire escapes and multiple  exits. Institutions such as hospitals, rest homes, sanitariums and asylums present a condition in which the occupants may be unable to walk. Those who perform rescue work must be prepared to move the occupants to safety without further aggravating their condition. 


The most important and hazardous duty of a fire fighter is the rescue of occupants from buildings involved in fire. Certain search and rescue procedures must be adhered to in order to find and remove fire victims successfully and safely. The most essential element in rescue work is time. Rescue operations must be speedy and safe.

Should you become trapped in a hallway or stairs try to retreat down. Never go up. Conditions will be worse on upper floors. If you unable to go down and out, go to a room off the hallway. Close the door behind you. Open a window and straddle the window sill. Call for help. Drop available articles out of the window to attract attention. If a window cannot be found, consciously stop and relax considering actions for escape. Shallow breathing will extend the remaining air in the breathing apparatus. When the tank is completely empty, disconnect the mask hose from the regulator and place the hose inside clothing for some filtering effect. However, this action will not improve the dangerous effects of toxic gases or insufficient oxygen. Many toxic gases present from the combustion of ordinary household materials are dangerous in concentrations of less than 1%.

This immediate rescue will take care of injured persons who are not trapped to the extent that their rescue can be quickly accomplished. This type of rescue depends upon the services of trained rescue workers who have knowledge of building construction and collapse and who are proficient in the use of rescue tools and equipment.


When floors support fail in any type of building, the floors and roof may drop in large sections and form voids. Weakening or destruction of bearing walls may cause the floors or the roof to collapse. This collapse may cause the debris to fall as far as the lower floor or basement.


In order to reach a victim that is buried or trapped beneath debris, it is sometimes necessary to dig a tunnel as a means of escape. Tunneling is a process of digging one’s way through debris during rescue operations. Tunneling is a slow, dangerous process and should be undertaken only after all methods are found impractical. Tunneling should be carried out from the lowest possible level and it should not be used for general search. Tunneling may, however, be used to reach a void under a floor where further search is to be continued. A tunnel must be of sufficient size to permit rescuers to bring victims out and it should not be constructed with abrupt turns. Tunnels as small as 30 inches wide and three feet high have proved satisfactory for most rescue work. Tunnels should be driven along a wall whenever it is possible. This procedure simplifies rescue operations.

LESSON 5. RESCUE FROM GASEOUS AREAS AND FROM   ELECTRICAL CONTACT

Reaching a victim in a gaseous area presents a danger to respiratory organs and a danger of explosion or fire. Proper protective breathing equipment should always be worn in gaseous areas.  In order to reach a victim in contact with electrical energy, it is necessary for firefighters to contend with energized (live) wires or equipment. All electrical wires and conductors should be considered as energized.


If a wire must be cut, there is always the possibility of its curling and rolling along the ground. Always secure a wire in place before cutting it so that the loose ends will be kept under control. Cut the wire with a suitable wire cutters, they have their limitation for safety. The wire must be cut on both sides of a victim and it must then be separated from the ends which are secured by the two objects.


If the wire is not entangled with the body of a victim the quickest method is to use what is known as a “hot stick”. A hot stick should be covered with a nonconductive material to prevent the handle from becoming a conductor. When using this equipment, hook it into the victim’s clothing and drag him clear of the wire. Do not, under any circumstances, permit yourself or your clothing to touch the wire or the victim until he is clear.


It is sometimes more practical to remove the wire from a victim. If such is a condition, hook the hot stick over the live wire and drag it toward you by backing away. Pulling the wire toward you rather than pushing it away permits you to back from the live wire and thereby causes less danger to yourself in case the wire should unhook from the “hot stick”.

To make decisions efficiently and knowledgeably as to priority of injuries requires training, a good knowledge of first aid, and the ability to think rationally and logically during emergency situations. The fire department should pre-plan their role in emergency situations with the local civil defense or other disaster-planning agency to utilize fully the personnel available. 

It is beneficial, both to the patient and the fire-fighter, to establish priorities of victim care. Emergency priorities might include the following:

high priority injuries, breathing stopped or laboured, bleeding severe or uncontrolled, suspected poisoning, severe head-injuries, cardiac arrest or heart attack, severe shock, abdominal or open chest wounds, secondary priority injuries, burns, multiple fractures, spinal injuries, lower priority injuries, minor cuts and bruises, injuries that are so severe that death appears certain or has already occurred. The process of triage will, of course, be dictated by each particular situation but should commence as soon as the fire fighter arrives at the scene. In order to determine properly the priority of injuries present triage should include a primary and secondary survey.

LESSON 8.  LIFE NET PRACTICES.

A life net is not commonly used, but it could be essential in some rescue operations. With a well-trained crew a life net is a means of rescuing victims that are trapped on upper floors. Many things can happen when jumping into a life net and its use is extremely hazardous. Successful rescues, which could not have otherwise been made, have been performed by this method and it is essential that life net practices are so necessary and vital. 


A life net should be opened at a safe distance from the point where it is to be used. If it is carried to the point of use before it is completely ready, an excited victim may jump before the net is properly manned. The most practical way to carry a one-quarter fold net is in vertical position with a frame side down. Although it may be carried by less, four fire fighters are recommended, which affords a proper number for opening the net.


Many departments find it practical to paint the top of the open end fluorescent or white. This practice avoids confusion and facilitates uniform operations. Not less than eight fire fighters should be used to hold a life net when a jump is to be made.


During the life net training fire fighters should learn the proper way to handle and hold a life net. This part of training should be carefully and thoroughly conducted so that the men will be able to catch a falling body in the centre of the net, regardless of how a jump or fall is made.


Each person should stand facing the net with his left foot forward. The stance should be such that all men are in position to quickly move forward, backward or sideways with absolute freedom of body. It is very important for every person holding the net to look up at the jumper. No two will ever jump alike and those holding the net, play a very important part in the rescue by being trained to handle properly a net in action.

Transport to a hospital for removal, with the exception of an object impaled in the cheek. Such an object should be removed and bandages should be placed both inside and outside the cheek to control bleeding.


Although attention to life-threatening conditions is of utmost importance, first arriving fire fighters must also attend to any present fire hazard while the victim is still trapped. An Engine Company should immediately prepare a charged hose line in anticipation of a possible fire even if a fuel spill is not apparent at a dangerous spot. Turning off the ignition and disconnecting the battery both lessen  the danger of fire. Remove the negative ground wire first to reduce the chance of creating an accidental spark.

When it is determined that the victim is not in danger of dying immediately or that everything possible has been done to help the condition of the victim, extrication procedures may begin. The condition of the vehicle and the specific location of the victim within the vehicle will determine the best access route. If the doors will open or can be made to be open, that way usually would be the first choice. Otherwise, rescuers will have to extricate through the windows or through the body of the vehicle.

LESSON 11. VENTILATION (PART II).

The requirements for a plan of attack must be considered before a fire officer directs or orders a ventilation operation. He should first make a series of decisions pertaining to ventilation needs. They are as follows: Is there a need for ventilation at this time? The answer to this question must be based upon the heat, smoke and gas conditions within the structure and the life hazard. Where is ventilation needed? The answer to this question involves construction features of the building, contents, exposures, wind direction, extent of the fire, location of the fire. What type of ventilation should be used? The answer to this question may be derived from a fire officer’s knowledge of the following three methods of ventilation: providing an opening for the passage of air between interior and exterior  atmospheres; using the application of water fog and the expansion of water into steam to displace contaminated atmospheres; and using forced air ventilation.


When a fire officer determines the need for ventilation he should consider the precautions  that may be necessary for the control of the fire and the safety of his men.


Smoke conditions will vary according to how burning has progressed. One proven method by which smoke and heat may be removed from a burning building is by opening the structure at a strategic place to permit the smoke and heat to escape. This method may be applied to top or vertical ventilation as well as to cross or horizontal ventilation. 


Knowledge of the building involved is a great asset when making decisions concerning ventilation. Building type and design are the initial factors to consider in determining whether horizontal or vertical ventilation should be accomplished. The number and size of wall openings, the number of stories, staircases, roof openings are determining factors. A fire officer must have information about heating, ventilating and air conditioning systems, the type of roof construction, avenues of escape for smoke, heat and fire gases. The extent to which a building is connected to adjoining structures also has a bearing on the decision.


Before ventilating a building, a fire officer must provide manpower and adequate fire control facilities, because the fire may immediately increase in intensity when the building is opened. In most instances ventilation should not be carried until the location of the fire is established.


When vertical ventilation is accomplished, the natural convection of the heated gases creates upward currents which draw the fire and heat in the direction of the upper opening. Fire fighting teams take advantage of the improved visibility and less contaminated atmosphere to attack the fire at its lower point.


Structures which lend themselves to the application of horizontal ventilation include: residential type buildings in which the fire has not involved the attic area; the involved floors of multi-storied structures and buildings with large unsupported open spaces  under the roof.


Weather conditions are always a primary consideration in determining the proper ventilation procedure. Under certain circumstances, when there is no wind, cross ventilation is less effective since the force which removes the smoke is absent. In other instances cross ventilation cannot be accomplished due to the danger of wind blowing toward an exposure or feeding oxygen to the fire.


The opening of a door or window on the wrong side of a building may reverse  air currents and drive heat and smoke back upon fire fighters.


Forced ventilation is accomplished by fog streams. The fact that forced ventilation is effective and can be dependent upon for smoke removal when other methods are not adequate proves its value and importance. However, forced ventilation requires considerable supervision because of the mechanical force that is behind it.

A fire fighter, trained in the skills of his profession and possessed with essential information  for inspectors, has the potentiality for doing effective inspection work. A fire department inspector must have confidence in his ability to meet the public, to make a favourable impression, and to judge conditions. Ability to judge can be developed only by training and using reference material that is available. An inspector’s confidence in his ability to transpose visual information into written reports and sketches can be accomplished through practice. Confidence in officer in charge of the fire prevention section and his ability to assist when unfamiliar hazards and conditions are encountered is extremely important. If an inspector has confidence in himself, the public will have confidence in him.


The equipment needed by inspector to do a good job of inspecting may be divided into equipment at the fire station and equipment at the place of inspection.

At the place of inspection he needs: inspection forms, materials for preparing sketches, graph paper, coloured pencils, eraser, a flashlight, because most concealed places are not lighted, a camera equipped with flash attachment, reference books, neat coveralls, suitable for crawling into attics and concealed spaces. At the fire station he needs: special inspection forms, inspection reports, inspection manuals, quiet place to work, blank forms, graph paper, an inspection file, a drawing board and a map.


The administrative officer of the fire department must consider the number of competing demands for the time of the inspectors. Fire fighters cannot choose  the time to do fire fighting, but they have the prerogative of selecting the hour of the day, the day of the week, and even the season of the year to do inspection service. Because of this choice, the fire department administration should set up  a schedule to carry out the organization plan. The officer in charge should use his knowledge of conditions and inform each occupant of the purpose of fire prevention inspections and find out whether there are certain days that such regular inspections would be impractical. This procedure enables fire prevention inspections to be scheduled at a time that will not inflict a hardship on either the occupant or the inspector.

LESSON 14. PREVENTION AND IDENTIFICATION. THE APPROACH. MAKING THE INSPECTION.

It has been pointed out that the occupant should be pre-informed of the purpose of fire inspections and asked whether there are certain days when such inspections would be impractical. This action is not intended to establish a date for the inspection but is to avoid any hardship that might be imposed on either the occupant or fire personnel. Inspections are usually made during normal business hours, but night inspections are sometimes necessary. Theatres, night clubs, concert halls may require a part of the inspection to be done in the daytime and completed at night while the building is occupied.


Certain observations should be made before the inspector enters the property. These observations must include the location of fire hydrants and fire alarm boxes. The condition of the streets is extremely important from the standpoint of fire apparatus response. The inspector should record the type of buildings, occupancy, and general appearance of neighbourhood to help to recognize any conflagration hazard that may exist. All this information should be recorded in the inspector’s preliminary notes before he enters the property.


An inspection should never be attempted without the proper permission. The officer should introduce himself and his crew and state their business. If the owner has been informed of the purpose beforehand, this introduction will be much easier. An opportunity should always be given to the owner to have a representative present during the inspection. Such guide will help to obtain answers to necessary questions.


In order to make a thorough inspection, the inspector should take sufficient time to make notes and sketches of all important features. A complete set of notes and a well-prepared sketch of the building provides dependable information from which a complete report can be written. From a practical stand point many inspectors find it helpful and less confusing to start inspection on the roof. In large or complicated buildings, the inspector may have to make more than one visit and complete as much of the buildings as time will permit.


After permission to inspect the property has been obtained, the inspector should return to the outside of the building and first conduct an inspection of the exterior. This procedure makes the inspection of the interior easier and provides the necessary information for drawing the exterior walls on the floor plan sketch.  When the survey of the exterior is completed, the inspection team should go directly to the roof or to the basement and proceed with a systematic inspection. Each floor should be inspected in succession and attention to no area should be omitted. The inspector should ask for the key to all locked rooms or closets and tactfully explain the necessity of his entrance. The size, the shape and the construction of the room are important features. If admission to an area or room is refused because of scientific research or secret processes, he should suggest that a cover or a screen be set up to permit the inspection. Secret areas from which the inspection crew is barred should be reported to the fire chief for his action. If the property includes several buildings each should be inspected separately.

From the inspector’s sketch and notes a permanent drawing can be made to be filed for future reference and classroom study. 


The floor plan consists of an outline of each floor of the building. By using standard symbols the inspector can show the type of construction, basement, thickness of walls, partitions, openings, roof types, attics, parapets and other important features.      

Photographs show and provide more worthwhile detail for inspection reports, especially if they can be taken from more than one point of view. One view which is especially good from the standpoint of teaching and a study of fire fighting procedures is from an elevated position. Interior photographs are very effective aids in making a complete report. A good camera, equipped with flash attachments, should be considered as standard equipment for fire department inspectors.

The term “personal hazard” covers all of the individual traits, habits, and personalities of the people who supervise, work in, live in or visit the property or building in question. Suppose an industrial property burns because someone carelessly threw a cigarette into a pile of trash. The fire extinguishers were found inoperative and the standpipe fire hose was rotten. Was the man smoking in the prohibited section of the building? Was the pile of trash a result of an incompetent janitor or did management fail to provide a place or a means to dispose of trash? How about empty fire extinguishers and the rotten fire hose – whose fault were they? Personal hazards may be considered to be intangible but they are always present.

· What types of radiation do these sources emit?

· Is it possible that fire might melt or destroy the protective shield and expose the radioactive material?

When a fire company is assigned to inspection duty, the following regulations should be observed and each member of the company should abide by them. 

· No entry should be made into any dwelling without expressed permission from an adult occupant.

· The owner or occupant should be carefully advised that comments on corrections are strictly suggestions and there are no enforcement follow ups.

· There should not be any public comment by the inspectors relative to an observation in any home. 

· There should not be any release of information to either the news channels or insurance carriers. 

· The office file on home inspections should be strictly confidential and should not be open to the public for any purpose.

· Inspections should always be made by a team. One person could become involved in an embarrassing situation involving legal technicalities.

CAUTION: The term “housekeeping” may mean environmental control to firefighters, but to a housekeeper it means keeping a house free of dust and in a neat orderly condition. Only complementary reference should be made concerning housekeeping.

Fire department can gain a favourable impression through sound inspection policies. By educating the public on the importance of fire prevention efforts, the fire fighter can improve the fire service image. Voluntary  home inspections will show the public that prevention is more important to the department than extinguishment. It will further demonstrate to the public that a fire fighter’s job goes far beyond extinguishing fires. 


When conducting an inspection of buildings, the fire fighter should reflect the image of fire prevention as sound business practice. He should act as a professional and make all recommendations tactfully and intelligently.

LESSON 19. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE FIRE FIGHTER.

Every fire fighter must clearly understand that a dwelling inspection campaign is a fire department effort to reduce the number of fire deaths and home fires. It is the fire fighter’s responsibility to represent his fire department and meet the citizens with dignity and pride. An important requisite for every fire fighter is his ability to use common sense and willingness to be guided by sound judgement and a sense of responsibility. The fire fighter should wear a neat well-pressed uniform, shoes that are shined and a uniform cap, and a badge. He should approach each home on sidewalks or a path (never cut across the lawn) and clean his shoes before entering the house. If there is no one at home, and the inspector is to leave some material, he should not use the mail-box. He should always ask permission to perform his service and should state  that he is from the local fire department. The fire fighter should explain to the householder the purpose of dwelling inspection service and be courteous at all times.

When hazards are found he should not order corrections, but should explain the hazard, its potential danger and the proper method of correction. He should not argue with the householder and should be complimentary when favourable conditions are found. The fire fighter should avoid discussing neighbours; his only interest is winning support for fire prevention through a friendly attitude. The scheduled inspection should only include the basement, attic, utility rooms, storage rooms, kitchens and garages. Other rooms of the house may be inspected at the request of the house-holder, but never at the inspector’s suggestions. The following are some very important pointers:

· Courteous approach on all inspections.

· Thank the owner or occupant for the invitation into their home.

· The primary interest is preventing a fire which could take the lives of the occupants and destroy the home.

· All comments are constructive and intended for elimination of hazardous conditions.

· Under no circumstances  is any comment to be regarded as personal criticism of any member of the family.

· As far as the company inspector is concerned, the inspection is a confidential matter.

· Gossip should not be tolerated.

· Under no circumstances should any conditions noted on a tour be made available to an insurance carrier, repair service organization, sales promotion groups, or in any form of publicity which would identify a given home.

Condition of roof. Roofing that is old and warped is easily ignited by sparks.

Condition of chimneys. Chimneys supported on wooden posts or brackets are likely to crack from settling and allow sparks or hot flue gases to set fire to woodwork. Loose bricks and cracks indicate that similar defects may exist in other parts where they might start a fire. In such cases a thorough investigation should be made. 
Condition of yard. Dry grass, leaves, paper, boards, branches of trees and other combustible waste materials in yards and under porches and houses are readily ignited and are a fire hazard to buildings.

Condition of garage and sheds. Cleanliness and good maintenance are important precautions against fire that apply to sheds and garages as well as other buildings.

Flammable liquids. Oil and kerosene containers or tanks must be substantial and of a type that will prevent spillage. Flammable liquids should be stored in a safety type can in an outside storage area. Such flammable liquids should never be used for home dry cleaning or for other purposes that would expose the dwelling to their explosive vapours.

ITEMS TO BE CHECKED IN BASEMENT

Accumulations of waste and discarded material.

Waste papers, discarded furniture and partly-filled paint cans that are no longer worth keeping constitute a wholly  unnecessary fire hazard. A suggestion from the fire fighter is to get such accumulations removed. 

Disorderly arrangement of fuel. Fire wood should be neatly piled and kept separate from all waste papers and rags and well away from heating boilers and other heating appliances. Paper and rags mixed in with wood or coal may start spontaneous heating under some conditions.     

Gas appliances.

Corroded piping and rubber tubing may result in gas leaks.

Chimney defects and clearances. Wood beams extending into chimney walls have started many fires. Unused chimney openings should be sealed with brick.

Attics.
When permission is obtained to go into the attic, the fire fighter should check for faulty electrical equipment and other hazards. Occupants should be encouraged to clean out all combustible material that is no longer worth keeping.

The most important facts to remember in case of fire are to move quickly but intelligently over the planned escape routes and once at the meeting place, do not leave  until all the family members are present. Alert the fire department and above all DO NOT PANIC!

Drills should be executed at different hours of the day. When neither teachers nor students know in advance, it constitutes a fire drill for both groups. The execution of each drill should be conducted in brisk, quiet and orderly manner. Running should be prohibited.


Each class or group should proceed to a predetermined point outside the building and remain there while a check is made to see that all are accounted for and that the building  is safe to reenter. Particular attention should be given to keeping all doors unlocked, the paths of egress unblocked and all stairs and fire escapes free from all obstructions. Fire causes generally fall into two categories: accidental or a deliberately set fire. All fire causes should be developed to one of these conclusions. If the investigation leads to the conclusion of an accidental fire, then a check of responsibility may be in order such as:

1. Did a code violation cause the fire?

2. Was violation detected  previously?

3. If detected, why wasn’t correction made?

If the fire cause is undetermined, this may lead to further investigation as dictated by department policy to attempt to resolve the cause as accidental or as a set of fire. A fire cause determined as a deliberately set fire should set into motion  a more thorough investigation that should lead to conviction of those responsible. In both cases accidental or deliberately set, determining the correct cause, origin and responsibility will often aid in preventing the reoccurrence of future fires.

LESSON 24. The Fire Fighter’s Importance To The Investigation.

Regardless of who does the investigation, the fire fighter plays a vital part. To an investigator a burned out area is just a big puzzle. A good investigator will seek information from the fire fighter because the fire fighter could supply the information that could lead to the cause of the fire, the origin of the fire, or the conviction of an arsonist. There are certain aspects of the fire that only the fire fighter can tell the investigator. He is the first to arrive at the fire scene. His fire fighting positions are generally remote from each other allowing several different observations and points of view between fire fighters. The fire fighter can help the investigator by his observations, his ability to recognize evidence of fire setting and preservation of this evidence. A fire investigation requires much information. Not all of it will be pertinent. A fire fighter should give as much information to the investigator as he can including incidents or observations that the investigator did not ask about. Some of these trivial incidents can become very important to the investigator. Those involved in the investigation must evaluate this information and decide which means something and which would be helpful during the investigation. It is not necessary for a fire fighter always to be looking for the suspicious. When an alarm is received, a fire fighter should adapt himself to an emergency situation. He should become mentally alert and maintain a high attention level. He must be aware that he is going into a hazardous physical and mentally stressful atmosphere and must be prepared to handle any situation that may occur. Any observation he makes in an emergency situation plus observations that hinder and force changes in safety and extinguishing methods may be the same information that the investigator is seeking. On the way to the fire the fire fighter should note the weather conditions, such as rain, snow, ice, wind direction and velocity, temperature, visibility, and upon arrival, traffic conditions and persons in the street.


Information that can help to determine the cause of the fire comes from observing fire and people behaviour, the conditions of the fire scene. The fire fighter must observe the following things.

· The colour of the smoke.
· Persons hurriedly leaving the scene.
· Fire hydrants made inoperative.
· Damaged or disconnected fire alarm systems.
· Blocked streets, alleys and other area access ways. 
· Building entrance stacked with furniture or other large heavy items so arranged as to impede the work of the fire fighter.
· Were doors open? Were windows open or broken out?
· Were walls and ceilings cut open to allow spread of fire?
· Incendiary devices (candles, wicks, mechanical devices).
· Cans or containers in areas where they are not normally stored.
· Odours.
· Doors of closets, cabinets or files left open so fire could destroy records.
· What’s burning and the size of fire?
· Separate fires (several usually smaller fires in different rooms with  no apparent connection?

Для вираження наявності або існування в певному місці якої-небудь особи чи предмета вживається зворот there is, there are зі значенням бути в наявності, знаходитися, є , існує. Зворот стоїть на початку речення, за ним підмет, за яким іде обставина місця. Відповідні українські речення починаються з обставини місця.

There is a TV set in that room.            У тій кімнаті є телевізор.

При переліченні кількох предметів у реченні зі зворотом  there is, there are дієслово узгоджується в числі з першим підметом.

There is a table, four chairs, and a sofa in my room.   У моїй кімнаті є стіл чотири стільці та канапа.

Після звороту there is злічуваний іменник в однині вживається з неозначеним артиклем. Незлічувані іменники, а також іменники в множині вживаються з some, any (та їх похідними), much, little. 
There is some cheese on the plate.  На тарілці є сир.

There are many books on the table.   На столі багато книжок.

Питальна форма звороту there is, there are утворюється шляхом перестановки, тобто дієслово is, are виноситься на перше місце перед there. 

Is there a sofa in the room?          Чи є канапа у кімнаті?

Yes, there is. / No, there is not.      Так. / Ні.

Якщо стверджувальне речення містить займенник some, то в питальному реченні цей займенник замінюється займенником any.
Заперечні речення можуть бути побудовані двома способами: 

1) за допомогою заперечної частки not, яка з дієсловом  is, are уживається, як правило, у короткій формі there isn’t, there aren’t. Злічуваний іменник у множині та незлічуваний іменник вживається із займенником any.

There isn’t a sofa in the room. There isn’t any milk in the bottle. There aren’t any flowers in the vase.

2) за допомогою займенника no. Іменник після нього вживається без артикля і без займенника any.

There is no sofa in the room. There is no milk in the bottle. There are no flowers in the vase.

THE IMPERATIVE MOOD 
(НАКАЗОВИЙ СПОСІБ)
Дієслово в наказовому способі виражає спонукання до дії, тобто наказ, прохання, пораду тощо.

1. Стверджувальна форма наказового способу для 2-ї особи однини й множини збігається з формою інфінітива (дієслово без частки to).

To read (читати) Read! (Читай! Читайте!)  To write (писати) Write! (Пиши! Пишіть!)

Для вираження спонукання до дії, зверненого до 1-ї й 3-ї особи, вживається дієслово let + іменник чи займенник в об’єктному відмінку та інфінітив без частки to.

Let us go there.  Ходімо туди.  Let Pete call me. Нехай Петро подзвонить мені.

2. Заперечна форма наказового способу утворюється за допомогою допоміжного дієслова do та заперечної частки not звичайно в короткій формі.

В українській мові дієслово-присудок підрядного додаткового речення може вживатися у будь-якому часі (теперішньому, минулому чи майбутньому), залежно від змісту. В англійській мові це можливо лише тоді, коли дієслово-присудок головного речення виражає дію стосовно теперішнього або майбутнього часу:
I think that he will be a good specialist. – Я думаю, що він буде хорошим спеціалістом.

He understands that he has made a mistake. – Він розуміє, що зробив помилку.

She will tell me what I shall have to do. – Вона скаже мені, що я маю робити.

Якщо ж присудок головного речення в англійській мові виражений дієсловом в одному з минулих часів або в теперішньому доконаному часі (Present Perfect), що виражає дію, яка відбулася у минулому, то в підрядному додатковому реченні дієслово-присудок, як правило, має бути в одному з минулих часів або в майбутньому з точки зору минулого (Future-in-the-Past).

1) Якщо в головному реченні дієслово-присудок виражає минулу дію, а дія підрядного додаткового речення відбувається в той самий період часу, що й дія головного, то в підрядному реченні вживається минулий неозначений (Past Indefinite) або минулий тривалий час (Past Continuous). В українській мові дієслово додаткового підрядного речення вживається звичайно у теперішньому часі.
I thought you were his friend. – Я думав, що ти  - його друг.

You had not told me where you were going. – Ви не сказали мені, куди йдете.

2) Якщо в головному реченні дієслово-присудок виражає минулу дію, а дія підрядного додаткового речення відбулася раніше дії головного, то в підрядному реченні вживається минулий доконаний час (Past Perfect).
I thought you had left England. – Я думав, що ви залишили Англію.

Якщо в підрядному реченні точно зазначено час виконання дії, то цю дію виражають за допомогою минулого неозначеного (Past Indefinite) або минулого тривалого часу (Past Continuous).
He said that he finished school in 1984. – Він сказав, що закінчив школу у 1984 році.

He said that he was working when she rang him up. – Він сказав, що працював, коли вона подзвонила йому.

3) Якщо в головному реченні дієслово-присудок виражає минулу дію, а дія підрядного додаткового речення є майбутньою з точки зору дії головного, то в підрядному реченні вживається Future-in-the-Past.
I knew that you would understand me. – Я знав, що ви зрозумієте мене.

4) Правило послідовності часів не застосовується в підрядних додаткових реченнях, які виражають загальновідомі факти.
He knew that metals conduct electricity. – Він знав, що метали проводять електрику.

The teacher said that the Earth moves round the Sun. – Вчитель сказав, що Земля рухається навколо Сонця.

5) Дієслова must, ought, should вживаються в підрядному реченні незалежно від того, в якому часі вжито дієслово-присудок головного речення:

I tell (told) her that she must consult a doctor. – Я кажу (сказала), що їй слід проконсультуватися з лікарем.

DIRECT AND INDIRECT SPEECH. - ПРЯМА І НЕПРЯМА МОВА

1) При перетворенні прямої мови на непряму дієслова також змінюються відповідно до правил узгодження часів:

He said, “I know it”. – He said that he knew it.

He said, “I saw her there”. – He said that he had seen her there.

He said, “I’ll go there”. – He said that he would go there.

2) Питальні речення, відтворені непрямою мовою, називаються непрямими запитаннями. Непрямі запитання мають структуру розповідного речення: в них прямий порядок слів (присудок ставиться після підмета), у теперішньому та минулому неозначеному часах допоміжне дієслово to do не вживається. При перетворенні запитань з прямої мови на непряму дієслово to say у словах автора змінюється дієсловом to ask або одним із його синонімів.

3) Загальне запитання замінюється підрядним реченням, що з’єднується з головним за допомогою сполучників if або whether:

“Do you know the boy?” I asked him. – I asked him if he knew the boy.

4) У спеціальних запитаннях питальні слова (займенники і прислівники) стають сполучними словами:

“Where have you been?” she asked him. – She asked him where he had been.

5) Наказовий спосіб дієслова прямої мови замінюється інфінітивом. У заперечній формі перед інфінітивом ставиться частка not. Дієслово to say у словах автора змінюється дієсловами to ask, to tell, to order або їх синонімами:

I said to her, “Don’t go out”. – I asked her not to go out.

ІНФІНІТИВ – це в англійській мові неозначена форма дієслова, що відповідає на питання що робити? що зробити?  Ознакою інфінітива є частка to: to read, to write. Перехідні дієслова мають такі форми інфінітива:

INFINITIVE CONSTRUCTIONS
Construction for + noun (pronoun) + infinitive
Дія, виражена інфінітивом, відноситься до особи, предмета, представленої підметом або додатком:
I asked him to come here. Я просив його прийти сюди.
Дія, виражена інфінітивом, може відноситися до особи, предмета, не представленої ні підметом, ні додатком у реченні. Тоді інфінітив є частиною конструкції “For + noun(pronoun) + infinitive”:
The water was too cold for children to bathe. Вода була надто холодною, щоб діти могли купатись.
This is for you to decide. Це ви повинні вирішувати.
Construction Objective with the infinitive. Конструкція “Oб’єктний відмінок з інфінітивом”.

Конструкція «Об’єктний (знахідний) відмінок з інфінітивом», або «Складний додаток» - це сполучення іменника в загальному відмінку або займенника в об’єктному відмінку з інфінітивом. Українською мовою ця конструкція перекладається підрядним додатковим реченням.
Ця конструкція вживається після ряду дієслів, які виражають:
а) бажання: to want - бажати, хотіти, to wish, to desire - хотіти, should like, would like – хотів би, to like - любити, to hate – ненавидіти, не зносити; 

б) припущення: to expect - очікувати, to think - думати, to believe – думати, гадати, to suppose - думати, гадати, to consider - вважати, to find – вбачати, гадати, to know – знати;

в) наказ: to order, to command - наказувати, to ask - просити, to allow – дозволити;
г) сприйняття: to see - бачити, to hear - чути, to watch, to observe, - спостерігати,  to feel - відчувати, to notice – помічати, спостерігати (після цієї групи дієслів частка «to» перед інфінітивом опускається). 

I like people to tell the truth.  Я люблю, коли люди кажуть правду.
I suppose her to be in Moscow now. Я гадаю, що вона зараз у Москві.

He ordered me to learn the rule. Він наказав, щоб я вивчив правило.

I heard Ann play the piano. Я чув, як Анна грала на піаніно.
Construction Nominative with the Infinitive. Конструкція “Hазивний відмінок з інфінітивом”. 

Складнопідрядне речення, в якому головне речення є безособовим зворотом типу it is said - кажуть, it is reported – повідомляють, в англійській мові звичайно замінюється простим реченням.

It is said that Ann speaks English well. Ann is said to speak English well. – Кажуть, що Анна добре говорить англійською.

У простому реченні (справа) підметом є два слова: Ann + to speak, а присудком - is said). Такий складний підмет – це і є конструкція «Називний відмінок з інфінітивом», або «Складний підмет».

Indefinite Infinitive у цій конструкції виражає дію, одночасну з дією, вираженою дієсловом  в особовій формі, і перекладається українською мовою в теперішньому часі.

He is supposed to live here. Гадають, що він живе тут.

He was said to know German. Говорили, що він знає німецьку мову.

She is expected to arrive at 5. Очікують, що вона прийде о 5 годині. 
Perfect Infinitive виражає дію, що передує дії, вираженій особовою формою дієслова, і перекладається в минулому часі.

He is supposed to have lived here. Гадають, що він жив у Москві.

He was said to have known German. Казали, що він знав німецьку мову.

Конструкція «Називний відмінок з інфінітивом» вживається з присудком, вираженим:

а) дієсловом у пасивному стані:

is/are said - кажуть; was/were said - казали;

is/are stated - стверджують; was/were stated - стверджували;
is/are reported - повідомляють; was/were reported - повідомили;
is/are considered - вважають; was/were considered - вважали;

is/are expected - очікують; was/were expected - очікували;
is/are supposed - гадають; was/were supposed - гадали;

is/are believed – думають, вважають; was/were believed – думали, вважали;

is/are thought - думають; was/were thought – думали;  

is/are known - відомо was/were known – було відомо.

Не was believed to have a large collection of pictures. Гадали, що в нього велика колекція картин.

The weather can’t be expected to change tomorrow. Не можна очікувати (сподіватися), що погода зміниться завтра. 
б) дієсловом в активному стані:

seems, appears - здається, seemed, appeared - здавалось;

proves, turns out -  виявляється, proved, turned out – виявилось;

happens -  трапляється, виявляється, happened - виявилось, трапилось.

He proves to be a clever fellow. Він, виявляється, розумний юнак.

They seemed to have known about it.  Вони, здавалось, знали про це. 
в) прикметником з дієсловом-зв’язкою:

(THE OBJECTIVE PARTICIPLE COMPLEX)

В англійській мові дієприкметник утворює синтаксичні комплекси з іменниками та займенниками. Дієприкметник входить до складу трьох комплексів: об'єктного дієприкметникового комплексу (the Objective Participle Complex), суб'єктного дієприкметникового комплексу (the Subjective Participle Complex) та незалежного дієприкметникового комплексу (the Absolute Participle Complex).

Об'єктний дієприкметниковий комплекс складається з двох частин. Перша частина комплексу - іменник у загальному відмінку або особовий займенник в об'єктному відмінку. Друга частина - дієприкметник, що виражає дію, яку виконує або якої зазнає особа чи предмет, позначений іменником або займенником.

Другою частиною цього комплексу може бути Present Participle або Past Participle:

І saw him walking in the garden.
 
Я бачив, як він гуляв у саду.

І saw the window broken.


Я побачив, що вікно розбите.

У реченні об'єктний дієприкметниковий комплекс виконує функцію складного додатка (Complex Object) після дієслів to see, to hear, to feel, to watch, to notice, to find, to observe:

I saw her coming out just now.
          Я бачив, як вона тільки що виходила.

Об'єктний дієприкметниковий комплекс вживається з дієсловами, що виражають бажання, а також процеси мислення. З цими дієсловами вживається лише Past Participle:
І want him changed.


Я хочу, щоб він змінився.
Об'єктний дієприкметниковий комплекс з Past Participle вживається після дієслів to have і to get і виражає дію: а) що виконується не особою, позначеною підметом, а кимсь іншим для неї; б) якої зазнає особа, позначена підметом:
She had her hair done.

Have you had a photo taken?

Вас сфотографували?
I must have my watch repaired.
Мені треба полагодити годинник




(віддати у ремонт).
СУБ'ЄКТНИЙ ДІЄПРИКМЕТНИКОВИЙ КОМПЛЕКС 

(THE SUBJECTIVE PARTICIPLE COMPLEX)
Суб'єктний дієприкметниковий комплекс складається з двох частин. Перша частина комплексу – іменник у загальному відмінку або особовий займенник у називному відмінку. Друга частина комплексу - дієприкметник (здебільшого Present Participle), що виражає дію, яку виконує особа або предмет, позначені першою частиною комплексу:
A plane was heard flying



Було чути, як високо в небі
high in the sky.



летів літак.
Суб'єктний дієприкметниковий комплекс вживається переважно з дієсловами, які виражають сприймання за допомогою органів чуттів (to see, to hear, to feel, to watch, to notice, to observe у пасивному стані) і виконують у реченні роль присудка, який ставиться між першою і другою частиною комплексу.
З дієсловами to consider, to believe вважати; to find знаходити іноді вживається суб'єктний дієприкметниковий комплекс з Past Participle:

У реченні суб'єктний дієприкметниковий комплекс виконує функцію складного підмета.
НЕЗАЛЕЖНИЙ ДІЄПРИКМЕТНИКОВИЙ КОМПЛЕКС 
(THE ABSOLUTE PARTICIPLE COMPLEX)
В українській мові підрядне обставинне речення (наприклад, часу або причини) може бути замінене дієприслівниковим зворотом, якщо в головному і підрядному реченнях підмет той самий, хоч в одному з них він може бути виражений іменником, а в другому - відповідним особовим займенником.
Наприклад: Коли Петро повернувся з Києва, він розповів нам про виставку. Повернувшись з Києва, Петро розповів нам про виставку. (В обох реченнях підмет позначає ту саму особу).
Якщо в головному і підрядному реченнях підмети різні, то така заміна неможлива.
В англійській мові заміна обставинного підрядного речення зворотом з participle можлива і тоді, коли в головному і підрядному реченнях підмети різні.
Наприклад: When Peter came home from Kyiv, we asked him to tell us about the exhibition. Peter coming home from Kyiv, we asked him to tell us about the exhibition.
Peter coming home from Kyiv не підрядне речення, а незалежний дієприкметниковий комплекс (the Absolute Participle Complex), що складається з імeнника у загальному відмінку (або особового займенника у називному відмінку) і дієприкметника. У цьому комплексі Peter виконує роль підмета по відношенню до дієприкметника і не є підметом усього речення.
У незалежному дієприкметниковому комплексі можуть вживатися всі форми participle.
У реченні незалежний дієприкметниковий комплекс виконує функції обставин (часу, причини, способу дії, умови):

МНОЖИНА ІМЕННИКІВ (THE PLURAL OF NOUNS)

В українській мові іменники поділяються на злічувані і незлічувані. Злі- чувані іменники вживаються в однині та множині. Незлічувані іменники множини не мають. Більшість іменників утворюють множину додаванням до форми однини закінчення  -(e)s. Це закінчення вимовляється:

/S/ – після глухих приголосних:

e.g. a lamp – lamps; a lake – lakes;

/Z/ після голосних та дзвінких приголосних:e.g. a train – trains; a boy – boys;

/IZ/ після шиплячих та свистячих звуків

e.g. a place – places; a rose – roses; a wish – wishes; a bench – benches; a page – pages.

ПРАВИЛА ПРАВОПИСУ МНОЖИНИ ІМЕННИКІВ

На письмі більшість іменників мають у множині закінчення  -S. Закінчення – ES додається якщо:

а) іменник в однині закінчується на   s, ss, sh, ch, tch, x:

a bus – buses;

a class - classes;

a bush – bushes;

a lunch – lunches;

a watch – watches;

a box – boxes.

б) іменник в однині закінчується на – у з попередньою приголосною при  цьому –у змінюється на і:

a story – stories

a country – countries

в) іменник в однині закінчується на -о з попередньою приголосною:

a hero – heroes; tomato – tomatoes;

Винятки: piano-pianos, photo-photos;

c) у деяких іменниках, що закінчуються на -f   або fe, у множині f змінюється на v і додається закінчення – (e) s    

a wife – wives,    a wolf – wolves

Винятки: roof-roofs, safe-safes, chief-chiefs, kerchief-kerchiefs.

Множина деяких іменників утворюється зміною кореневого голосного (без додавання закінчення):

a man – men;

a woman – women;

a foot – feet;

a tooth – teeth;

a goose – geese;

a mouse – mice;

a child – children;

an ox – oxen;

Іменники sheep, deer, swine, fish, trout мають однакову форму в однині та множині. Назви речовин та абстрактних понять вживаються тільки в однині: chalk, silver, piece, water.

Деякі іменники в англійській мові вживаються тільки в однині чим і відрізняються від української мови, де вони мають форми однини та множини: advice, information, money, news, knowledge.

У множині вживаються назви предметів, що складаються з двох рівних або подібних частин: spectacles, trousers, scissors.  Слід запам’ятати , що іменники clothes, goods, contents, wages вживаються тільки в множині.     

ПРИСВІЙНИЙ ВІДМІНОК ІМЕННИКА (POSSESSIVE CASE)

Іменник в англійській мові має два відмінки: загальний відмінок (The Common Case) та присвійний відмінок (The Possessive Case). Присвійний відмінок утворюється від основи загального відмінка іменника за допомогою закінчення – S: 

e.g. a worker – a worker’s cap; a cat – a cat’s paw;  a nurse – a nurse’s overall.

Форма присвійного відмінка множини збігається з формою множини загального відмінка. Орфографічно ці форми розрізняються за допомогою  апострофа (‘).

e.g. a worker –  workers’ cap; a cat –  cats’ paw;  a nurse –  nurses’ overall.

NOUNS IN THE FUNCTION OF ATTRIBUTES 

(ІМЕННИКИ У ФУНКЦІЇ ОЗНАЧЕННЯ)
 Oзначення, що стоїть перед означуваним сло​вом, навивається препозитивним (prepositive attribute):  the Кіеv Меtго - київське метро. Означення, що стоїть після означуваного слова, на​зивається постпозитивним (postpositive attribute):
The works  by Ch. Dickens -  твори Ч. Діккенса.
У функції означення може вживатися:

а) іменник у загальному відмінку з прийменником (найчастіше з of); таке означення стоїть після означувано​го іменника, тобто є постпозитивним: the centre of the town -  центр міста.
б) іменник у присвійному відмінку, як правило, без прийменника; таке означення стоїть перед означуваним іменником, тобто є препозитивним: Victor's friends – друзі  Вікто​ра. Означення, виражене іменником у присвійному відмін​ку з прийменником of, стоїть після означуваного іменника:

a novel of Dreiser's  - один з романів Драйзера.
в) іменник у загальному відмінку без прийменника;

таке означення завжди стоїть перед означуваним іменни​ком:

І went to the bathroom  door.       Я пішов до дверей ванної кімнати.

She had no winter jacket.  У неї не було зимового жакета. (Dreiser)              Словосполучення типу bathroom door, winter jacket характерні для англійської мови. З двох іменників, що стоять поряд, головний другий, а перший є означенням до нього. Так, іменник evening означає вечір, але в сполу​ченні evening school він відповідає українському прикмет​нику вечірній, бо головним тут є слово school, а слово evening лише вказує, про яку школу йдеться. У слово​сполученні school evening головним є іменник evening, a school є означенням — шкільний, і все словосполучення означає шкільний вечір. Іменник у загальному відмінку, що є препозитивним означенням до іншого іменника, може виражати: час — summer holidays літні канікули; місце — Glasgow demonstration демонстрація в Глазго;  матеріал, з якого зроблено предмет, позначений головним іменни​ком — stone wall кам'яна стіна; призначення пред​мета, позначеного головним іменником — lunch basket кошик для сніданку та ін. Якщо головний іменник виражає дію, то іменник-означення може позначати як суб'єкт, так і об'єкт дії: class struggle класова боротьба (class — суб'єкт дії); oil output видобування нафти (oil — об'єкт дії).
Препозитивне означення, виражене іменником у за​гальному відмінку, перекладається на українську мову прикметником або іменником у непрямому відмінку з прийменником чи без нього, а іноді підрядним означальним реченням:

Порядкові числівники за винятком перших трьох (first, second, third) утворюються від відповідних кількісних числівників за допомогою суфікса –th.  Порядкові числівники  завжди вживаються з означеним артиклем при цьому відбуваються такі зміни у правописі :
five- the fifth, eight – the eighth, twelve – the twelfth, nine – the ninth twenty- the twentieth.
У складних порядкових числівниках суфікс –th додається до останнього числівника: twenty seven– the twenty seventh.
