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Linguistics - the science of language as a social phenomenon - has a
complex structure and raises an inexhaustible range of questions for the
scientific community. The complexity of linguistics is due to the complexity
of its object — the fundamental factor of the ontogenesis of individual
personalities, large and small nations, and humanity as a whole [2, p. 3]. At
the present stage, the development of language systems occurs under the
influence of two opposing factors: on the one hand, the acquisition of
identity, and on the other, interpenetration and mutual influence.

In fact, the enrichment of languages with words of foreign origin has
occurred throughout human history. This is facilitated by trade and cultural
contacts between representatives of different peoples, as well as conquests.
Regarding the last remark, it was precisely armed conflicts, which often
ended in the conquest of one people by another, that were an important
language-forming factor in ancient times (how painful it is for us to realize
this today). As an example, we can use several episodes from the history of
the English language:

- 8th century - Viking expansion. Thanks to this, many words of
Danish origin appeared in the English language;

- 1066 — victory of the French party in the struggle for the British
throne after the death of Edward the Confessor. As a result, the English
vocabulary has become richer with a whole series of French words, or words
that came through the French language.

It is worth emphasizing here that, according to many historians,
sociologists, linguists, as well as politicians and career diplomats, the fact
that we, humanity, continue to exist in the 21st century has been largely
made possible thanks to the work of translators. There is every reason to
consider this profession one of the oldest. It appeared when one day people,
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instead of immediately starting to kill each other, decided to try talking first.
It is quite likely that some ancient dragoman interpreter saved civilization.
By the way, it is language that is the defining characteristic of
civilization. At the same time, we use the word «civilization» both in the
sense of «the antithesis of savagery» and in the sense of «cultural and
spiritual integrity». The point is this: one of the founders, Stepan
Tomashivsky, considered the history of humanity to be a process of the
emergence, development, and decline of civilizations. Every civilization, in
the scientist's vision, was the product of a combination of three principles -
territory, people (that is, people who chose to live in this territory), and
culture (which arises as a result of the interaction of territory and people).
Language is an integral part of culture. The phonetics and vocabulary of a
language are influenced by the sounds of nature, climate, and humidity. The
concepts and images of language reflect the diversity of the animal and plant
world. Grammar is the nature of communication between community
members and with representatives of other communities [5]. As the
prominent Ukrainian linguist O. O. Potebnya emphasized, «Languages
always have a national form and can only be a direct creation of the people»

[4].

At the same time, one should take into account the complexity of the
phenomenon of national life and, as a result, the inability of modern science
to provide a clear definition of the concept of a nation and establish a clear
list of characteristics that can be used to clearly divide communities into
nations and non-nations. For example, the famous Ukrainian political
scientist (in exile) with a world reputation, I. Lysyak-Rudnytsky, in one of
his works dedicated to national issues, argued: language belongs to the so-
called «vegetative» features of the nation. After all, a child's perception of
his native language occurs unconsciously, through «the direct influence of
the immediate environment, therefore, primarily through the family».
«Instead, the existence of a nation is based on the conscious will of its
membersy [3, p. 12].

One can only object to the outstanding scientist in the sense that the
concept of civilizational identity is much broader than the concept of
national unity. It has been proven that the basis of civilizational self-
consciousness is the cultural code — «a set of standardized or normative
conventions, expectations, or signifying practices» that are based on ancient
archetypes and imprinted in linguistic paradigms [1]. Thus, it is language, a
product of the traditional to national phase (if by nation we mean the modern
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form of organization of society), that is the determining factor in the
formation of civilizational self-consciousness.
