ENGLISH AS A PROFESSIONAL WORKING TOOL

English is an international language acknowledged worldwide as lingua franca.
Ukraine adopted the law according to which B 2 level of English is obligatory for many
officials including the personnel of the State Emergency Service of Ukraine.

Low general English level command after school is the main challenge and obstacle
on the way to those who enter higher educational institutions. A1/A2 level students and cadets
have to start learning professional terms and discuss narrow topics to be ready to
communicate with colleagues and help victims of emergencies. The educational programs for
fire safety and civil protection officers claim many academic hours of Professional English
but only the third of them are allocated to in-class learning. As to the academic hours
designated for independent study, individuals pursuing higher education mostly don’t
accomplish any tasks.

The task of the pedagogues is to find the ways to overcome this difficulty and help
learners reach the level needed to participate in various activities, such as international
conferences, trainings, rescue operation, etc. The idea is to show them the perspectives they
can have if they join the English speaking community. Having in mind opportunities for their
future can motivate them learn the foreign language and improve it on their own as well.

Firstly, learners who have a good command of English have a chance to participate in
Erasmus+. This program is designed for those who want to improve their communication,
language and inter-cultural skills, and gain soft skills. EU funded academic mobility for
Ukrainian students and cadets majoring in fire safety engineering, occupational health and
safety, emergency and risk management, etc. offers studying, traineeship and participation in
professionally related courses in different EU institutions and organizations.

Another opportunity to be gained is participating in offline and online international
conferences. There are multiple scientific events throughout the year students can participate
in. Teachers may offer them academic advice on the choice of the topic, literature to be used
to get prepared to writing a thesis, and help with translation of the thesis into English. Of
course, preparing the material and delivering them in a foreign language are two different
things. That is why only students and cadets with at least the B1 level of English can handle
this task under the English teacher guidance.

As a cadet of the National University of Civil protection of Ukraine, I see multiple
opportunities in learning professional English. First, all international guidelines, standards,
recommendations and protocols related to civil protection and emergency response are
published in English. Second, cadets encounter the outcomes of international technical
assistance projects during their training and must be able to work with English language
documentation for professional development. Third, we can take online English-language
courses on CBRN safety and get internationally recognized certificates.

Thus, professional English is required for cadets to effectively study and develop in
their field of knowledge.
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PROFESSIONAL ENGLISH FOR CIVIL PROTECTION SPECIALISTS

Nowadays, English is a working language of global events in different areas, including
civil protection. To be able to participate, one should have a sufficient command of English to
communicate and act without an interpreter.

An essential issue that should be taken into consideration is that all European
documents on civil protection, emergency response and disaster risk management are in
English which is considered the working language. One of the most important documents
adopted to improve prevention and preparedness to disasters around Europe was the European
Union Civil Protection Mechanism. Established in October 2001, it was developed to deepen
and strengthen civil protection of the population of the EU countries and secure cooperation
between the member-states of EU and additional states. Ukraine joined the system on April
20, 2023.

The membership in this mechanism ensures real operational support for Ukraine, such
as vehicle and protective equipment provision, medical evacuation support, field hospitals. It
also supports and certifies urban search and rescue teams. For instance, our national team took
part in the international field exercises EARTHQUAKE 25 held in Romania in June 2025.
This training was a unique opportunity to test the system’s preparedness to act under the
conditions of an earthquake. Rescuers from Ukraine, although worked inside their group, had
to integrate into the general operational plan, understand tasks and report results to the
international coordination sector, as well as coordinate logistics. Certainly, overall interaction
was conducted in English. Thus, it was a working language which ensures coordination,
interoperability, reporting and communication between the search and rescue teams from
different counties-participants.

Moreover, under martial law the multinational disaster response mechanism is of huge
help to the state Emergency Service of Ukraine personnel. Since the full-scale war,
its Emergency Response Coordination Centre has coordinated the shipment of hundreds of
thousands tonnes of supplies of electrical generators, fire trucks, water pumps, personal
protective gear, etc. which enabled civil protection units to continue life-saving operations
during prolonged blackouts and strengthened their response to emergencies. The delivered
medical aid empowered them to care for the injured as well as organize medical evacuation.
Such cooperation is possible thanks to the communication between the EU and Ukrainian
authorities, rescue units and coordination centers with English as the main language
throughout the process.

Thus, English proficiency is essential for the international communication,
documentation, cooperation and participation in joint operations in the sphere of civil
protection.

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PROFESSIONAL ENGLISH AS A KEY COMPETENCE FOR
CIVIL PROTECTION SPECIALISTS

Since the full-scale war broke out in February 2024, living under martial law,
Ukrainians face many difficulties and challenges related to its consequences. The
international community has been doing everything possible to provide us with humanitarian
aid, volunteering and supporting in every possible way. All this has shown pressing need in
on-site communication with foreign companies and individuals. Of course, the working
language in most cases is English because it is the official language of the European Union,
United Nations Organizations, NATO and multiple influential global bodies.

Moreover, the State Emergency of Ukraine personnel is supposed to have obtained
English proficiency since its long-term relations with the related European organizations and
the law No. 9432 “On the Use of the English Language in Ukraine” from June 4, 2024.
English is essential not only to the officers, though. Cadets can also benefit from having
sufficient language skills.

There are different opportunities for those who are competent in Professional English,
such as participation in: 1. seminars and workshops, e.g. the CROSSFLOOD 2-days meeting
held in Tallinn on 16-17 September 2025 where they practiced in developing «realistic
scenario injects for the Full-Scale Exercise simulating cross-border flood response along the
Romania—Ukraine border», «reviewed the recently updated EU HNS Guidelines, and
discussed practical aspects such as reception centers, transit logistics, and operational
coordination» [1]; 2. international trainings, e.g. EURO-MED-REACT, a project which is
aimed to align European Neighborhood Policy countries with the European Union civil
protection and crisis management policies and EU tools [2]. On July 11-15, 2023, Ukrainian
cadets and students together with teams from the EU took part in practical training in Poland
on responding to emergencies, such as fires, floods, chemical accidents; 3. international
volunteer formats where youth can get experience and skills in the civil protection sphere and
which is also the basis for networking for future volunteering. The biggest are European
Solidarity Corps, Civil Protection Volunteers Training, EU Civil Protection Knowledge
Network and summer schools. Unfortunately, Ukrainian cadets have not yet had a chance to
take part in any of these projects but we hope to be able to join in the nearest future.

Thus, English proficiency has become a prerequisite to take part in global events. It is
a filter that enables or deprives you of this opportunity because everything is in the working
language: briefings, safety instructions, operational commands, etc. Plus, time pressure does
not allow slowing down an exercise to translate, i.e. English is essential to cooperate with
foreign colleagues and provide assistance worldwide.

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ENGLISH FOR CAREER DEVELOPMENT IN CIVIL PROTECTION

These days English has become not a bonus or advantage but a prerequisite to
pursuing a successful career in any field. Being the international language, it is used in
multinational events, business and private communication and, of course, professional
activities around the world. So, to be engaged in any measure abroad one should have at least
B1 level of English.

As to the personnel of the State Emergency Service of Ukraine, there are multiple
opportunities to those who have a good command of English. First, as a cadet, one may
participate in various educational programs around the world. The most popular among
students and cadets of Ukrainian universities is Erasmus+. The program is aimed at those who
want to get a bachelor and master’s degree or are looking for internship in organizations or
institutions in Europe. It is mandatory that a participant have good academic performance and
know a foreign language. As far as most programs are taught in English, an applicant’s
minimum level must usually be B1-B2. If an applicant can’t meet this requirement, there is no
way to take part in the program. The benefits of Erasmus+ are a diploma or training of the
European level, international experience, networking and better employment opportunities.

The participation of Ukraine in the European Union Civil Protection Mechanism
(UCPM) also offers professional opportunities for civil protection students and cadets. They
can take on asynchronous online courses or webinars on their specialty, such as Mechanism
Introduction Course for National Civil Protection and Disaster Management Staff (NAT). The
learning objective of this training course is to help the participant «understand the specificities
of the UCPM prevention, preparedness and response to disasters in a (inter)national
environment and the roles expected from different actors» and how they can benefit to the
Mechanism [1].

The only requirement for participating in such webinars is minimum B1 English level
which proves the need in learning and improving the language. The courses enable learners to
work directly with primary sources which is one of the main advantages that can be proved by
the following example: the agreement on the accession of Ukraine to the UCPM was signed
on 20 April 2023 and entered into force in Ukraine only on 14 December 2023. Morcover,
they learn to understand operational procedures and guidelines, gain new professional
experience, study professional terminology and so, have a chance for better career
opportunities in the future. As far as a language is a tool of intercultural communication, it
will help them build relations with foreign partners and reduce misunderstanding in crisis
situations.

Thus, English proficiency is a key to development and growth for the personnel of
State Emergency Service of Ukraine.
