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In everyday communication, the concept of «disease» and «disability» often
replace. Disability is a level of limitation of vital functions, often caused by
persistent violations of systems of organism that prevents a person from carrying
out specific activities. Unlike the disease, which is a disorder of the internal
systems of the body, disability is a characteristic of a violation of human social life
and activity. Disability is more used to the terms of health, although it may depend
not only on physiological reasons but also on origin, religion, gender or skin colour.

The characterization disabled people as a separate socio-economic group of
society is an essential step in its stratification. Recognition that disabled people
have different needs determines the social policy of the state. Several sources
influence the formation of ideas about the needs of the disabled people that at the
collective mindset define attitude toward this category of people.

Understanding disability as external (often social) characteristic has arisen due
to the social model of disability. This model claims that disability is a social
situation of control loss when a person cannot make decisions and need someone’s
assistance [1, p. 48-50].

The social model of disability declares that people with disabilities face barriers
and limitations that are caused by modern society. These limitations are the result
of some consciousness representations. Representations simplify life, make
complicated things understandable. They connect knowledge with experience and
influence everyday activities. Social representations are very dynamic formation.
They can arise not only because of experience of the past activities but also from
some common source.

The first source of social representations is the image of disability presented in
literature and cinema. Myths, the literature of the Middle Ages and Renaissance,
New time and 20th century — each era shows its understanding of physical
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
