The article examines the theoretical and methodological foundations for
improving Ukraine’s military education system in the context of the state’s Euro-
Atlantic aspirations. The author identifies the core tension of the current reform:
the Soviet-inherited model of rigid standardization and task-oriented training
collides with the urgent need to develop an autonomous professional identity of
the officer capable of critical reflection on ethical dilemmas of hybrid threats and
democratic values.

Drawing on the philosophical analysis of Plato, Aristotle and John Dewey,
theories of professional military education, NATO reference curricula, and recent
Ukrainian studies (Dombrovska, Sevruk, Sokolovska, Chuprinova; Zamotaieva;
Korostylov; Viter and Oliferuk), the philosophical dimension of military
education is reconstructed as the ontological core of systemic improvement. The
author proposes original definitions of ‘“military education” and “the
philosophical layer of military education”. Key dichotomies are revealed:
education versus training, standardization versus autonomy, instrumental versus
humanistic approaches. A three-level authorial model of enhancement
(fundamental, operational and strategic levels) is substantiated, in which
philosophical reflection becomes not an add-on but the very heart of the
educational process. It is proved that the quality of military education under
Euro-Atlantic integration is determined not only by operational competencies but
also by the level of ethical autonomy, moral resilience and strategic thinking of
graduates. The article serves as a theoretical platform for a future doctoral study
on the mechanisms of state regulation of military education quality and suggests
ways to bridge the conceptual gap between reform declarations and actual
practice.
